Airstream mechanisms
Pulmonic: movement of lung air by respiratory muscles (plosives)

Glottalic: movement of pharynx air by action of glottis (ejectives and implosives)

Velaric: movement of mouth air by action of tongue (clicks)

Egressive: outward-moving

Ingressive: inward-moving

Plosive: stop made with pulmonic airstream mechanism (lung air pushed out)

Implosive: stop made with ingressive glottalic airstream mechanism (vibrating glottis moves down)

Ejectice: stop made with egressive glottalic airstream mechanism (closed glottic moves up)

Click: stop made with ingressive velaric airstream mechanism (tongue moves down and back)
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States of Glottis
Modal voicing: vocal cords are loosely together (adducted) and vibrating along their entire length

Voiceless: vocal cords are apart (abducted) and not vibrating, air escapes along entire length

Glottal closure: vocal cords are tight together along entire length, no vibration or escaping air

Breathy voiced or murmur: glottis is narrowed, cords vibrate loosely; air escapes along entire length OR cords are loosely together and vibrating anteriorly (near thyroid) and apart posteriorly (near arytenoids) with air escaping

Creaky voice or laryngealization: vocal cords are closer together at arytenoids for modal voicing; cords are held more loosely together towards thyroid cartilage; cords do not vibrate as a whole
