Documents needed with visa application (Chicago Consulate):

1. Original passport valid for at least 3 months after your return to the US + 1 photocopy of the first pages.

2. Two long stay visa application forms fully filled out (in French) and signed.

3. One picture glued or stapled onto each application form + 1 picture left loose (so 3 photos total). All photos must be recent, in color on a plain white background, of full front view, taken facing the camera. No side or angled view photos are acceptable.

4. Original Arrêté de Nomination issued by the Rectorat and stamped by the Department of Labor in France (DDTEFP) + 1 photocopy of Arrêté.

If you are not a US citizen: Residency card or valid visa to the US, 1-20, IAP66, advanced parole or any other pertinent document from INS showing that you may re-enter the US + 1 photocopy.

If you are applying by mail (check with your consulate to see if they allow this or not), you also need to include A) a copy of your plane ticket or e-ticket and B) an Express Mail pre-stamped self-addressed enveloped, to be purchased from the US Postal Service for $14.40.
There is NO fee for this application.

Applications may only be processed a maximum of 3 months before the beginning of the teaching contract.
