Count vs. Uncount Nouns

Uncountable nouns:

1. do NOT have a plural form - never add an -s to the end of the word

information (not informations)

2. do NOT take an indefinite article - there is never a or an before the word

homework (not a homework)

3. are ALWAYS used with a singular verb conjugation

My hair is brown. (not hair are)


Many uncountable nouns can be used in expressions with containers, contents or quantities, and some of these words can be made plural:

singular



plural

a slice of bread


two slices of bread

a glass of water


two glasses of water
a piece of furniture


two pieces of furniture
All uncountable nouns can use some to indicate the plural:
singular



plural

a piece of information

some information


a bit of advice 


some advice
a cup of coffee


some coffee
a slice of bread


some bread
